the organic compound content of each coating and cleanup material, in pounds per gallon;
the total organic compound emission rate for all coatings and cleanup materials, in pounds per day; and
the total organic compound emission rate for all coatings and cleanup materials, in pounds per hour for each hour of the day.
[Note:  The coating information must be for the coatings as employed, including any thinning solvents added at the emissions unit.]
