the total VOC emissions from the coatings employed, as calculated using the following equation:
T = A 1B1 + A 2B2 + ... + An Bn
where:
T =	total VOC emissions from the combined coating lines before the application of capture systems and control devices, in units of pounds per day;
n =	number of different coatings applied in the coating lines at the facility;
i =	subscript denoting an individual coating;
Ai =	mass of VOC per volume of coating (i) (excluding water and exempt solvents), as applied, in units of pounds VOC per gallon; and
Bi   =	volume of coating (i) (excluding water and exempt solvents), as applied, in units of gallons per day.

B.1.e	Record Keeping Requirements for the annual emissions from a coating or printing line using the 15 pound per day exemption
The following term should be used to determine annual VOC emissions.  The information required by this section may be collected and recorded at a frequency determined by the permittee (e.g., monthly, quarterly, or semiannually).

f. the total VOC emissions from all coatings and cleanup materials employed, in pounds or tons, the sum of “a” and “e”.
These XXXX1 records shall be maintained for the purpose of determining annual VOC emissions for the emissions unit.

B.2.c	Reporting Requirements for miscellaneous metal parts coating lines which are exempt from the emission limitations specified in paragraph -21-09(U) because the combined VOC emissions from all such lines at the facility are less than 15 lbs/day (before add-on controls) [OAC rule 3745‑21‑09(B)(3)(c)]
The permittee shall notify the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) in writing of any daily record showing that the combined VOC emissions (excluding emissions from cleanup materials) from all of the miscellaneous metal parts coating lines at the facility are equal to or greater than 15 pounds of VOC per day (before add-on controls).  The notification shall include a copy of such record and shall be sent to the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) within 45 days after the exceedance occurs.
