On February 18, 2008, OAC rule 3745-21-07 was revised in its entirety; therefore, the 21-07 rule that was in effect prior to this date is no longer part of the State regulations.  On April 4, 2008, the rule revision was submitted to the U.S. EPA as a revision to Ohio’s State Implementation Plan (SIP); however, until the U.S. EPA approves the revision to OAC rule 3745-21-07, the requirement to comply with the previous 21-07 rule provisions still exists as part of the federally-approved SIP for Ohio.  The following terms and conditions shall become void after U.S. EPA approves the rule revision:

On April 4, 2008, the rule revision was submitted to the U.S. EPA as a revision to Ohio’s State Implementation Plan (SIP); however, until the U.S. EPA approves the revision to OAC rule 3745-21-07, the requirement to comply with the previous 21-07 rule provisions still exists as part of the federally-approved SIP for Ohio. NOTE:
The above terms are not needed for minor source facilities where only PTIOs are being issued. For minor source PTIOs it is not necessary to include the old 21-07 rule cite and associated limitations in the permit.  Instead, only cite the requirements that apply from the  amended 21-07 rule.
Also note that the amended 21-07 rule does not apply to new emissions units that are installed after February 18, 2008.  However, for new units installed at Title V facilities and new units that are issued a FEPTIO after this date, then the old 21-07 requirements should be included in the permit with the sunset language noted above for the old 21-07 requirements.
