Each conveyorized degreaser shall be equipped with covers for closing off the entrance and exit when not in use, unless equipped with a refrigerated chiller or carbon adsorption system, see term and condition C.3.c
Each conveyorized degreaser with an air/solvent interface greater than 22 square feet shall install one of the following devices:
Refrigerated Chiller, see term and condition C.3.d
