	Pre-2007 model year emergency stationary CI ICE that are not fire pump engines with a displacement of less than 10 liters/cylinder must comply with the emission standards in Table 1 to Part 60 Subpart IIII, as identified for the same maximum engine power.

	Deadlines for installing stationary CI ICE produced in the previous model year.

	Compliance with 80.510(b) for the quality of diesel fuel burned in CI ICE less than 30 liters/cylinder; may petition the Director for an approval to use the remaining non-compliant fuel in pre-2011 model year engines for a period of up to 6 months.

	A non-resettable hour meter must be installed on an emergency CI ICE before startup of the engine.

	Where demonstrating compliance through emissions testing, a performance test must be conducted according to the in-use testing procedures in 40 CFR 1039, Subpart F.  The exhaust emissions must not exceed the not-to-exceed (NTE) numerical requirements, rounded to the same number of decimal places as the applicable standard from 40 CFR 60.4205(a), where:

NTE = 1.25 x the standard specified for each pollutant for the same maximum engine power as identified in Table 1 to Part 60 Subpart IIII.

Alternatively, testing may follow the testing procedures specified in 40 CFR 60.4213, using the test methods identified in Table 7 for PM and NOx.
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
