d) Monitoring and/or Recordkeeping Requirements
0. For each shipment of oil received for burning in this emissions unit, the permittee shall maintain records of the total quantity of the diesel oil received and the oil supplier's (or permittee’s) analyses for sulfur content, in parts per million or percent by weight.  The permittee shall perform or require the supplier to perform the analyses for sulfur content and heat content, using the appropriate ASTM methods.  These records shall be retained for a minimum of 3 years and shall be made available for inspection, if requested.

The permittee shall maintain a record of the diesel fuel burned in this ICE on a rolling 12-month basis, i.e., at the end of each month, the sum of the gallons of diesel fuel burned in this ICE during the month plus the number of gallons burned during the preceding 11 months of operations.  During the first 12 calendar months of operation or the first 12 calendar months following the issuance of this permit, where 11 months of fuel usage records are not available, the permittee shall record the cumulative diesel fuel usage for the engine as specified in the following table:

0. The permittee shall submit an annual Permit Evaluation Report (PER) to the Ohio EPA District Office or Local Air Agency by the due date identified in the Authorization section of this permit.  The permit evaluation report shall cover a reporting period of no more than twelve months for each air contaminant source identified in this permit.  It is recommended that the PER is submitted electronically through the Ohio EPA’s “e-Business Center: Air Services” although PERs can be submitted via U.S. postal service or can be hand delivered.  The report shall include the number hours of operation during the year, which as a limited use engine must not exceed 100 hours.
