G.s		Requirements for fixed roof tanks storing petroleum liquids with a vapor pressure greater than 1.52 psia [OAC rule 3745-21-09(L)]

Unless exempted as follows, fixed roof tanks storing petroleum liquids having a true vapor pressure greater than 1.52 psi must be equipped with an internal floating roof, unless an alternative and equivalent control is approved by the Director (central, district, or local office)
The fixed roof tank is exempt from the requirements to install an internal floating roof or an equivalent control if it meets one of the following requirements:
Per OAC 3745-21-09(L)(1), no fixed roof tank can store a petroleum liquid with a true vapor pressure greater than 1.52 psi unless it is equipped with an internal floating roof.
Per OAC 3745-21-09(L)(2)(a), any fixed roof tank with a capacity of less than 40,000 gallons is exempt from the requirement to equip the tank with an internal floating roof.
Per OAC 3745-21-09(L)(2)(b), any fixed roof tank with a capacity of less than 422,000 gallons and which is used to store produced crude oil and condensate prior to lease custody transfer is exempt from the requirement to equip the tank with an internal floating roof.
One of the following scenarios shall be permitted for each fixed roof tank with a capacity of 40,000 gallons or greater, storing petroleum liquids:
0. [bookmark: _GoBack]For storage tank(s) using the 1.52 psia restriction, use terms G.2, G.3, and G.4, contained in template file “Gx1".
For storage tanks that will install or are installed with an internal floating roof use terms G.1, G.3, G5, and G6, contained in template file “G”.
Reporting requirement for storage tanks greater or equal to 422,000 gallons and storing crude and condensate prior to custody transfer use term G.7, G8, and G9 contained in template file “Gx2".
For storage tanks that will install an approved alternative equivalent control measure use term G.3, and the appropriate terms and conditions must be drafted by the permit writer in lieu of the terms in template file “G” and in place of the internal floating roof.

Note:	These terms only reflect the requirements of OAC 3745-21-09(L) for fixed roof tanks storing petroleum liquids; addition terms will be required for federal rules where applicable, e.g.:  40 CFR 60, Subparts K, Ka, or Kb.
