Background for GACT:
Under the Urban Air Toxics Strategy, the Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) is developing regulations to control toxic air pollutants from area sources.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Clean Air Act requires U.S. EPA to identify a list of at least 30 air toxic pollutants that pose the greatest potential health threat in urban areas.  For the Urban Air Toxics Strategy, U.S. EPA identified a list of 33 air toxics.  This list is often referred to as the “urban air toxics”.  U.S. EPA must also identify and list the area source categories (business types) that represent 90 percent of these emissions and regulate them by specified standards (permit requirements) under the Clean Air Act.  U.S. EPA has identified a total of 70 area source categories, which represent 90 percent of the emissions of the listed air toxics.

For area sources within each business category, the Clean Air Act allows U.S. EPA to develop standards or requirements based on "generally available control technologies or management practices" (GACT) rather than the more stringent "maximum achievable control technology" (MACT) required for major sources. Background for MACT: Ohio has delegation of any MACT standards that are included or referenced in a permit.  Since DAPC has determined they do not want to regulate MACT standards for area sources, excluding these requirements from the permit alleviates the agency’s responsibility for delegation and U.S. EPA must then enforce the requirements of the applicable subpart for the area source.
