G.2		Additional Terms and Conditions, Exemption restriction, where storing low vapor pressure petroleum liquids (<1.52 psia) [OAC rule 3745-21-09(L)(1)]
The permittee shall not place, store, or hold in this fixed roof tank any petroleum liquid that, as stored, has a true vapor pressure greater than 1.52 pounds per square inch absolute, unless the tank is equipped with an internal floating roof (or equivalent control approved by the Director) in accordance with the requirements of paragraph (L)(1) of OAC rule 3745-21-09 prior to storing a petroleum liquid with a higher vapor pressure.

G.3		Record keeping Requirements for all tanks that are not exempt from the requirements of OAC 3745-21-09(L)(1) due to their capacity per OAC 3745-21-09(L)(2), including tanks which are exempted because the petroleum liquids have true vapor pressures less than or equal to 1.52 psia [OAC rule 3745-21-09(L)(3)]
0. The permittee shall maintain records of the following information for the fixed roof tank:
the types of petroleum liquids stored in the tank; and
the maximum true vapor pressure (in pounds per square inch absolute), as stored, of each petroleum liquid that has a maximum true vapor pressure greater than 1.0 pound per square inch absolute.
These records shall be maintained for at least 5 years and shall be made available to the Director or his representative upon verbal or written request.

G.4		Reporting Requirements for the storage of petroleum liquids deviating from the restricted true vapor pressure of 1.52 psia, without also installing an internal roof or an equivalent and approved control technology [OAC rule 3745-21-09(L)(4)]
Note:	such a facility shall be required to submit a new permit application if the higher vapor pressure material(s) is/are to be stored at the facility and the tank shall be retrofitted with an internal floating roof or an equivalent approved technology.
0. If the permittee places, stores, or holds, in the fixed roof tank, any petroleum liquid with a true vapor pressure that is greater than 1.52 pounds per square inch absolute and such tank does not comply with the requirements of paragraph (L)(1) of OAC rule 3745-21-09, the permittee shall notify the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) within 30 days of becoming aware of the occurrence.  The date that such petroleum liquid was first stored in the tank, the date removed (if removed), the total gallons throughput of each petroleum liquid exceeding this vapor pressure, and the proposed method of compliance shall be included in the report.
