OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z) sets requirements for primary and secondary seals on welded or riveted external floating roof tanks and establishes seal requirements and the gap width limits for each seal type.
Term templates Hw1, Hw2, Hw3, Hr1, Hr2, Hr3, or Hr4 should be used for each external floating roof tank subject to OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z), as each template applies to either a welded or riveted tank and the chosen or required seal(s); or for each external floating roof tank that does not meet the exemption in OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z)(3).  The exemptions to this rule include:
any external floating roof tank that contains or will contain petroleum liquids that have a maximum true vapor pressure of less than 1.5 pounds per square inch absolute; or
any external floating roof tank that has a capacity of less than 40,000 gallons; or
any external floating roof tank that has a capacity of less than 420,000 gallons and is used to store produced crude oil or condensate prior to custody transfer.
Term template Hx1 should be used for each external floating roof tank using the exemption from OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z), per OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z)(3)(c), because the tank will not store any petroleum liquid that has a maximum true vapor pressure of 1.5 pounds per square inch absolute or greater
Term template Hx2 should be used for each external floating roof tank using the exemption from OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z), per OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z)(3)(b), because the tank capacity is less than 420,000 gallons and it is used to store crude oil or condensate prior to custody transfer [OAC rule 3745-21-09(Z)(3)(b)]
Note: 	The type of tank and seal combination shall determine the appropriate template terms to use, as well as, the total seal gap width requirements from the rule.
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
