The permittee, having a landfill design capacity of less than 2.5 million megagrams by mass and/or 2.5 million cubic meters by volume, shall submit an initial design capacity report to the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA Division of Air Pollution Control District Office or local air agency).  The calculation can be in either megagrams or cubic meters.  The initial design capacity report shall contain the following information:
a map or plot of the landfill, providing the size and location of the landfill, and identifying all areas where solid waste may be landfilled; and
the maximum design capacity of the landfill.
The design capacity shall not be exceeded unless a new permit to install (PTI) application is submitted and the PTI is issued to include the expansion.
Submittal of the initial design capacity report shall fulfill the requirements of 40 CFR Subpart WWW, until such time the landfill capacity is amended to exceed 2.5 million megagrams and/or 2.5 million cubic meters.
An amended design capacity report shall be submitted to the Director within 90 days of an increase in design capacity of the landfill.
