Asbestos NESHAP - Definitions related to Landfills

Asbestos containing waste materials (ACWM) - .As applied to demolition and renovation operations, includes regulated asbestos containing material waste and materials contaminated with asbestos including disposable equipment and clothing.
Category I nonfriable asbestos containing material (ACM) - asbestos containing packing, gaskets, resilient floor covering, and asphalt roofing products containing more than one per cent asbestos...
Category II nonfriable asbestos containing material (ACM) - any material, excluding Category I nonfriable asbestos containing material (ACM), containing more than one per cent asbestos
Friable asbestos material - any material containing more than one per cent asbestos when dry can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by hand pressure
Nonfriable asbestos containing material - any material containing more than one per cent asbestos when dry, cannot be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by hand pressure.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Regulated asbestos containing material (RACM) means - 
Friable asbestos material;
Category I nonfriable asbestos containing material that has become friable;
Category I nonfriable asbestos containing material that will be or has been subjected sanding, grinding, cutting, or abrading; or
Category II nonfriable asbestos containing material that has a high probability of becoming or has become crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by the forces expected to act on the material in the course of demolition or renovation operations regulated by O.C. 3745-20.
Resilient floor covering - asbestos containing floor tile, including asphalt and vinyl floor tile, and sheet vinyl floor covering containing more than one per cent asbestos....
O.C. 3745-20-05 - Standard for Asbestos Waste Handling - requires that all asbestos containing waste material (RACM and/or friable) to be disposed in a NESHAP approved/permitted landfill.
It is EPA’s position that, as applied to demolition and renovation, the term “asbestos containing waste material” applies to friable asbestos waste and not to nonfriable asbestos waste that has not been crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder.  Therefore, the asbestos NESHAP regulations allows any asbestos containing materials generated from a NESHAP regulated source, and the ACM is NOT RACM, that it can be disposed at any C&D or solid waste landfill which is permitted to accept this material AS LONG AS it remains in a nonfriable condition.
