The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation (excursion) reports which identify all exceedances of the derated steam load specified above (in pounds per hour, as an average over any one-hour period).  The following information shall be included in the reports:
the date of the exceedance;
the time interval over which the exceedance occurred;
the value of the exceedance;
the cause(s) of the exceedance;
the corrective action which has been or will be taken to prevent similar exceedances in the future; and
a copy of the steam chart which shows the exceedance.
