A compliant performance test shall demonstrate that either the CO emissions have been reduced by 75% or that the average CO concentration is less than or equal to 270 ppmvd, corrected to 15 percent O2 on a dry basis, or THC emissions have been reduced by 30% from the performance test run(s).
The following test methods shall be employed to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitation or control requirement for CO or control requirement for THC:
i. Method 1 or 1A of 40 CFR Part 60, Appendix A to select the sampling port location and the number of traverse points
ii. Method 3, 3A, or 3B of 40 CFR Part 60, Appendix A or ASTM Method D6522-00 to measure O2, and at the inlet and outlet of the control device if demonstrating compliance with the percent control.  The CO or THC must be measured at the same time to normalize their concentration to a dry basis and to 15 percent oxygen (O2).
iii. Method 4 of 40 CFR Part 60, Appendix A; or Method 320 of 40 CFR Part 63, Appendix A; or ASTM D6348-03 to measure the moisture content at the inlet and outlet of the control device if demonstrating compliance through the percent control or to measure the moisture content of the stationary RICE exhaust.

0. Any amendment to Part 63, Subpart ZZZZ shall supersede the Subpart ZZZZ compliance limitations and/or compliance options contained in this permit.
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
