The frequency of the visible emissions checks may be modified in State-only permits, if it can be proven that less frequent checks can ensure ongoing compliance.
Note:	If the field office is familiar with the process or source and knows up front that they would be willing to relax the monitoring frequency, the following provision may be used in conjunction with the appropriate visible particulate emissions check term, to allow a modification to the frequency of observations, if no exceedances have been recorded or logged.  It is recommended that daily checks be used as the default, to start, unless ample technical support exists proving less frequent than daily checks can initially be established.
(4) The permittee may, upon receipt of written approval from the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency, modify the above-mentioned frequencies for performing the visible emissions checks if operating experience indicates that less frequent visible emissions checks would be sufficient to ensure compliance with the above-mentioned applicable requirements.
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
