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Y.s	Annual Emissions Limitations
The annual emission limitation terms and conditions are used to restrict the operation of emissions units to limit potential emissions.  This is done so facilities can avoid various regulations.  For instance, a facility may be installing a new emissions unit that has potential emissions over the 40-ton PSD threshold for VOCs.  To avoid PSD review, the facility may agree to emission limitations of less than 40 tons per year.  By agreeing to this restriction, the facility can avoid PSD review.
Note:	U.S. EPA does not allow the use of annual emission limitations alone, to restrict the potential to emit; they require a process variable (coating usage, hours of operation, or production rate) to also be restricted.  Terms should be included in the permit, that require the facility to record the process variables that are used to calculate the emissions.  For instance, if a painting operation is restricted to 39 tons of VOC per rolling 12-month period, terms must be included that require the facility to track the VOC content, the amount of coating used, and the subsequent calculation of emissions to document the 39 tons.  Terms for the restriction on process variables can be found in Sections V, W, and X of the Terms and Conditions Library.
[bookmark: _GoBack]For a new source requiring month-to-month limitations for the first 12 months of operation following the issuance of a permit, use the terms in the file named “YB” instead of terms for a source that has records of their annual emissions, “YA”.  The terms in “YC” are used to define the operation rate of the emissions unit in relation to its potential to emit or to document the unit is permitted at its potential to emit.
