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ZZZ.4	Operational Restrictions and Monitoring, Record keeping and Reporting Requirements for Inherently Clean emissions units that emit Particulates and are subject to [OAC rule 3745-17-07] and [OAC rule 3745-17-10] or [OAC rule 3745-17-11]
This language should be used for inherently clean emissions units at Title V facilities.  The language may also be necessary in some FESOPs and can be used in PTIs to restrict fuel use to only the permitted fuel(s).
When this language is used in a Title V permit, the Statement of Basis must explain why the emissions unit is considered to be an inherently clean emissions unit.
Inherently clean emissions unit means: an uncontrolled emissions unit that burns only natural gas and/or number two fuel oil, the particulate emissions from the emissions unit are due solely to the combustion of the fuel(s), and under normal operating conditions the emissions will not exceed the particulate or visible emission limitations.

Operational Restriction
The permittee shall burn only natural gas in this emissions unit.
Monitoring and Record Keeping Requirements
For each day during which the permittee burns a fuel other than natural gas, the permittee shall maintain a record of the type and quantity of fuel burned in this emissions unit.
Reporting Requirement
The permittee shall submit deviation (excursion) reports that identify each day when a fuel other than natural gas was burned in this emissions unit.  Each report shall be submitted within 30 days after the deviation occurs.

ZZZ.4.b	Option 2: Only number two fuel oil is burned.
Operational Restriction
The permittee shall burn only number two fuel oil in this emissions unit.
Monitoring and Record Keeping Requirements
For each day during which the permittee burns a fuel other than number two fuel oil, the permittee shall maintain a record of the type and quantity of fuel burned in this emissions unit.
Reporting Requirement
The permittee shall submit deviation (excursion) reports that identify each day when a fuel other than number two fuel oil was burned in this emissions unit.  Each report shall be submitted within 30 days after the deviation occurs.

ZZZ.4.c	Option 3: Natural gas and/or number two fuel oil is burned.
Operational Restriction
The permittee shall burn only natural gas and/or number two fuel oil in this emissions unit.
Monitoring and Record Keeping Requirements
For each day during which the permittee burns a fuel other than natural gas and/or number two fuel oil, the permittee shall maintain a record of the type and quantity of fuel burned in this emissions unit.
Reporting Requirement
The permittee shall submit deviation (excursion) reports that identify each day when a fuel other than natural gas and/or number two fuel oil was burned in this emissions unit.  Each report shall be submitted within 30 days after the deviation occurs.
