Facility Emissions and Attainment Status

2513 TPY VOC and 9.9 TPY/25 TPY HAPs emissions from emissions unit KOO1. The
addition of emissions unit PO01 will add 8 TPY VOC to the facility's total emissions. The only
other emissions unit is a small gas boiler. Warren County is designated non-attainment for
ozone.

Source Emissions

Since the PTE OC and HAPs emissions from EU K001 exceed the Major Source thresholds,
the Part Il Terms and Conditions for that EU include Synthetic Minor requirements including a
rolling, 12-month inks and coatings usage restriction of 250,000 gallons per year and rolling,
12-month OC (25 TPY) and HAPs (9.9 TPY, 24.9 TPY) emissions limits with the appropriate
recordkeeping and reporting requirements.

Conclusion

The Synthetic Minor status allows the facility to avoid Non-attainment New Source Review,
Title V permitting and MACT Major Source requirements. Since the facility is considered a
Synthetic Minor Area Source for 40 CFR 63 Subpart KK applicability, only recordkeeping and
reporting requirements apply per that rule.

The permittee shall notify the Hamilton County Department of Environmental Services
in writing of any monthly record showing the use of noncomplying coatings (i.e., for
VOC contents), including the monthly volume weighted average VOC content limit in
this emissions unit. The notification shall include a copy of such record and shall be
sent to the Hamilton County Department of Environmental Services within 30 days
following the end of the calendar month.

The permittee shall also submit annual reports which specify the total VOC emissions
from this emissions unit for the previous calendar year. These reports shall be sent to
the Hamilton County Department of Environmental Services by January 31 of each
year.

The permittee shall notify the Hamilton County Department of Environmental Services
in writing of any monthly record showing the use of a noncomplying cleanup material
(i.e., for OC content). The notification shall include a copy of such record and shall be
sent to the Hamilton County Department of Environmental Services within 30 days
following the end of the calendar month.

The deviation reports shall be submitted in accordance with the reporting requirements
of the General Terms and Conditions of this permit.

Compliance with the hourly VOC emissions limitation shall be demonstrated by
multiplying the maximum hourly coating usage rate for the 8-color station press, as
applied (gallons/hr) by the maximum VOC content of the coatings, as applied (Ibs
VOC/gallon) such that the product equals Ibs of VOC/hr from the 8-color station press.

Applicable Compliance Methods:

Compliance with the emission limitation shall be demonstrated by multiplying the actual

containing such photochemically reactive material, unless said discharge has
been reduced by at least eighty-five per cent.

If no deviations occurred during the reporting period, the permittee shall state so in the
report. The permittee shall submit the reports by January 31, April 30, July 31 and
October 31 of each year and shall cover the previous calendar quarters (October
through December, January through March, April through June and July through
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September, respectively).

The uncontrolled potential to emit OC emissions for this emissions unit is based on the
SIP rule based limit under OAC rule 3745-21-07(G)(2):
40 Ibs of OC emission/day x 365 days/yr x 1 ton/2000 Ibs = 7.3 TPY OC of emissions.

Miscellaneous Requirements

Modeling to demonstrate compliance with the Ohio EPA’s "Air Toxic Policy" was not
necessary because the emissions unit's maximum annual emissions for each toxic
pollutant will be less than 1.0 ton. OAC Chapter 3745-31 requires a permittee to apply
for and obtain a new or modified permit to install prior to making a "modification" as
defined by OAC rule 3745-31-01. The permittee is hereby advised that a new permit to
install application would be required for an emissions unit if changes in the composition
of the materials or use of new materials would cause the emissions of any pollutant that
has a listed Threshold Limit Value (TLV), as documented in the most current version of
the American Conference of Governmental Industrial Hygienists’ (ACGIH’s) handbook
entitled "TLVs and BEIs" ("Threshold Limit Values for Chemical Substances and
Physical Agents, Biological Exposure Indices"), to increase to above 1.0 ton per year.
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
