The notification shall include a 
copy of such record and shall be sent to the CDAQ within 30 days after the event occurs. 

2.             The permittee shall notify the CDAQ in writing of any daily record showing that the coating line employed more 
than the applicable maximum daily coating usage limit of 3 gallons per day. The notification shall include a copy 
of such record and shall be sent to the CDAQ within 30 days after the exceedance occurs. 

3.             The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation reports that identify each day the VOC emissions exceeded the 
daily emissions limit specified above.

The quarterly deviation reports shall be submitted to the CDAQ in accordance with the General Terms and 
Conditions. These reports shall be submitted by January 31, April 30, July 31, and October 31 of each year and 
shall cover the previous calendar quarter.

1.             The permittee shall notify the Cleveland Division of Air Quality (CDAQ) in writing of any record showing that the 
dry filtration system was not in service when this emissions unit was in operation. The notification shall include a 
copy of such record and shall be sent to the CDAQ within 30 days after the event occurs. 

2.             The permittee shall notify the CDAQ in writing of any daily record showing that the coating line employed more 
than the applicable maximum daily coating usage limit of 3 gallons per day. The notification shall include a copy 
of such record and shall be sent to the CDAQ within 30 days after the exceedance occurs. 

3.             The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation reports that identify each day the VOC emissions exceeded the 
daily emissions limit specified above.

The quarterly deviation reports shall be submitted to the CDAQ in accordance with the General Terms and 
Conditions. These reports shall be submitted by January 31, April 30, July 31, and October 31 of each year and 
shall cover the previous calendar quarter.
