the name and identification of each cleanup material employed;

the individual HAP content for each HAP of each cleanup material, in pounds of individual HAP per gallon of
cleanup material, as applied;

the total combined HAP content of each cleanup material, in pounds of combined HAPs per gallon of cleanup
material, as applied [sum all the individual HAP contents from (g)];

the number of gallons of each cleanup material employed;

the total individual HAP emissions from all coatings and cleanup materials employed, in pounds or tons per
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month [for each HAP, the sum of (c) times (e) for all of the coatings plus the sum of (g) times (i) for all of the cleanup

materials];

the total combined HAP emissions from all coatings and cleanup materials employed, in pounds or tons per
month [the sum of (d) times (e) for all of the coatings plus the sum of (h) times (i) for all of the cleanup
materials]; and
I. the total VOC emissions from all coatings and cleanup materials employed, in pounds or tons per month
[the sum of (b) times (e) for all of the coatings plus the sum of (b) times (i) for all of the cleanup materials].

[In accordance with OAC rule 3745-21-09(B)(3)(f), this information does not have to be kept on a line-by-line
basis provided the permittee only employs compliant coatings.]

The permit to install for this emissions units K001 - KOO6 were evaluated based on the actual materials (typically
coatings and cleanup materials) and the design parameters of the emissions unit's exhaust system, as specified
by the permittee in the permit to install application. The Ohio EPA's "Review of New Sources of Air Toxic
Emissions" policy ("Air Toxic Policy") was applied for each pollutant emitted by this emissions unit using data
from the permit to install application and the SCREEN 3.0 model (or other Ohio EPA approved model). The
predicted 1-hour maximum ground-level concentration from the use of the SCREEN 3.0 model was compared
to the Maximum Acceptable Ground-Level Concentration (MAGLC). The following summarizes the results of the
modeling for the "worst case" pollutant(s):

Physical changes to or changes in the method of operation of the emissions unit after its installation or
modification could affect the parameters used to determine whether or not the "Air Toxic Policy" is satisfied.
Consequently, prior to making a change that could impact such parameters, the permittee shall conduct an
evaluation to determine that the "Air Toxic Policy" will still be still satisfied. If, upon evaluation, the permittee
determines that the "Air Toxic Policy" will not be satisfied, the permittee will not make the change. Changes that
can affect the parameters used in applying the "Air Toxic Policy" include the following:

changes in the composition of the materials used (typically for coatings or cleanup materials), or the use of new
materials, that would result in the emission of a compound with a lower Threshold Limit Value (TLV), as
indicated in the most recent version of the handbook entitled "American Conference of Governmental
Industrial Hygienists (ACGIH)," than the lowest TLV value previously modeled;

changes in the composition of the materials, or use of new materials, that would result in an increase in
emissions of any pollutant with a listed TLV that was proposed in the application and modeled; and

physical changes to the emissions unit or its exhaust parameters (e.g., increased/ decreased exhaust flow,
changes in stack height, changes in stack diameter, etc.).

If the permittee determines that the "Air Toxic Policy" will be satisfied for the above changes, the Ohio EPA
will not consider the change(s) to be a "modification" under OAC rule 3745-31-01(VV)(1)(a)(ii), and a
modification of the existing permit to install will not be required. If the change(s) is (are) defined as a
modification under other provisions of the modification definition (other than (VV)(1)(a)(ii)), then the permittee
shall obtain a final permit to install prior to the change.

The permittee shall collect, record, and retain the following information when it conducts evaluations to determine
that the changed emissions unit will still satisfy the "Air Toxic Policy:"

a description of the parameters changed (composition of materials, new pollutants emitted, change in
stack/exhaust parameters, etc.);

documentation of its evaluation and determination that the changed emissions unit still satisfies the "Air Toxic
Policy"; and

where computer modeling is performed, a copy of the resulting computer model runs that show the results of
the application of the "Air Toxic Policy" for the change.

Reporting Requirements

The permittee shall submit deviation (excursion) reports as specified in General Condition A.2 of this permit.

The permittee shall notify the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) in writing of
any monthly record showing the use of noncomplying coatings. The notification shall include a copy of such
record and shall be sent to the Director (the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency) within 30
days following the end of the calendar month.
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3. The permittee shall submit annual reports which specify the VOC, individual and combined HAP emissions, in
tons, for emissions units KOO1 - K006, and the annual coating and cleanup material usage, in gallons. These
reports shall be submitted by January 31 of each year and shall cover the previous calendar year.

E. Testing Requirements

1. Compliance with the emission limitation(s) in Section A.l. of these terms and conditions shall be determined in
accordance with the following method(s):
Emission Limitation:

1.13 Ibs/hr volatile organic compounds (VOC)
4.95 tpy VOC

Applicable Compliance Method:

The above emission limitations are based on the potential to emit for this emissions unit.
Emission Limitation:

3.5 Ibs VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water and exempt solvents
Applicable Compliance Method:

USEPA Methods 24 and 24A shall be used to determine the VOC contents for (a) coatings and (b) flexographic
and rotogravure printing inks and related coatings, respectively. If, pursuant to section 4.3 of Method 24, 40
CFR Part 60, Appendix A, an owner or operator determines that Method 24 or 24A cannot be used for a
particular coating or ink, the permittee shall so notify the Administrator of the USEPA and shall use formulation
data for that coating or ink to demonstrate compliance until the USEPA provides alternative analytical
procedures or alternative precision statements for Method 24 or 24A.

F. Miscellaneous Requirements

1. The terms and conditions in this Permit to Install shall supersede all the air pollution control requirements
contained in permit to install 16-01969 as issued on July 6,, 2000.
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
