If you file an appeal of this action, you must notify Ohio EPA of the filing of the appeal (by providing a copy to the Director) within three (3) days of filing your appeal with the ERAC. (3) Inspect at reasonable times any facilities, equipment (including monitoring and air pollution control equipment), practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit.

(4) As authorized by the Act, sample or monitor at reasonable times substances or parameters for the purpose of assuring compliance with the permit and applicable requirements.

d) The permittee shall submit progress reports to the Ohio EPA DAPC, Central District Office concerning any schedule of compliance for meeting an applicable requirement. Additional Terms and Conditions
The Best Available Technology (BAT) requirements under OAC rule 3745-31-05(A)(3) do not apply to the Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) emissions from this air contaminant source because the uncontrolled potential to emit for VOC is less than 10 TPY.
Pursuant to OAC rule 3745-21-09(U)(2)(e)(iii), the requirements of OAC rule 3745-21-09(U)(1) shall not apply to any miscellaneous metal parts coating line which never uses more than 10 gallons per day.
The permittee shall not use more than 10 gallons of coating material per day for the coating of miscellaneous metal parts.
The emissions limitations that apply to this emissions unit are identified in 40 CFR Part 63.3890 and are determined to be:
For each existing rubber-to-metal coating affected source, limit organic HAP emissions to 37.7 lbs per gallon of coating solids used during each 12-month compliance period.
The permittee has elected to use the "emission rate with add-on controls option" to comply with this limitation.  Existing coating operations at the facility are controlled by two thermal oxidizers.  Per the MACT, a facility may use this option "for any coating operation, for any group of coating operations in the affected source, or for all of the coating operations in the affected source.  The permittee may include both controlled and uncontrolled coating operations in a group for which the permittee uses this option."  The affected sources considered in the compliance determination will be the collection of equipment, activities, or both, within a single contiguous area and under common control.  The permittee must demonstrate that the total of all adhesives and solvents used, in sources throughout the facility that are subject to 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM, meet the overall emission limitations after applying emissions reductions achieved by emission capture systems and add-on controls.
Table 2 to subpart MMMM of 40 CFR Part 63 - "Applicability of General Provisions to Subpart MMMM of Part 63" identifies which parts of the General Provisions in 40 CFR Part 63.1-16 apply.
Operational Restrictions
The permittee shall operate the RTO at all times when this emissions unit is in operation.
The average combustion temperature within the RTO, for any 3-hour block of time when the emissions unit is in operation, shall not be more than 50 degrees Fahrenheit below the average temperature maintained during the most recent emissions test that demonstrated the emissions unit to be in compliance.
The permittee shall comply with the applicable operational restrictions necessary to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM (40 CFR Part 63.3880-3981).
Monitoring and/or Recordkeeping Requirements
The permittee shall operate and maintain a continuous temperature monitor and recorder which measures and records the combustion temperature within the RTO when the emissions unit is in operation. Units shall be in degrees Fahrenheit. The monitoring and recording devices shall be capable of accurately measuring the desired parameter. The temperature monitor and recorder shall be installed, calibrated, operated, and maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations, with any modifications deemed necessary by the permittee. The permittee shall collect and record the following information for each day:
all 3-hour blocks of time during which the average combustion temperature within the RTO, when the emissions unit was in operation, was more than 50 degrees Fahrenheit below the average temperature maintained during the most recent emissions test that demonstrated the emissions unit to be in compliance; and
a log of the downtime for the capture (collection) system, control device, and monitoring equipment when the associated emissions unit was in operation.
The permittee shall collect and record the following information each day for the coating line:
the name and identification number of each primer and adhesive coating employed;
the volume, in gallons, of each primer and adhesive coating employed; and 
the total volume, in gallons, of all of the primer and adhesive coatings employed.
The permittee shall collect and record the following information each month for the coating line:
the name and identification number for each primer and adhesive coating and cleanup material employed;
the number of gallons of each primer and adhesive coating and cleanup material employed; and
the VOC content of each primer and adhesive coating and cleanup material, in pounds per gallon.
The permittee shall collect and record the following information on an annual basis for the purpose of determining annual VOC emissions:
the total VOC emission rate for all coatings and cleanup materials in tons per year.
Modeling to demonstrate compliance with, the Toxic Air Contaminant Statute, ORC 3704.03(F)(4)(b), was not necessary because the source is subject to 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM.
The permittee shall comply with the applicable monitoring and recordkeeping requirements necessary to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM (40 CFR part 63.3880-3981).
Reporting Requirements
The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation (excursion) reports that identify the following:
any instance in which this emissions unit was in operation and the RTO was not operated; and
all 3-hour blocks of time during which the average combustion temperature within the RTO does not comply with the temperature limitation specified in this permit.
The quarterly deviation (excursion) reports shall be submitted in accordance with the reporting requirements of the Standard Terms and Conditions of this permit.
The permittee shall notify the Director (appropriate District Office or local air agency) in writing of any daily record showing that the coating line employed more than the applicable maximum daily coating usage limit of 10 gallons per day.  The notification shall include a copy of such record and shall be sent to the Director (appropriate District Office or local air agency) within 30 days after the exceedance occurs.
The permittee shall submit annual reports which specify the total VOC emissions from this emissions unit for the previous calendar year.  This report shall be included in the Title V Fee Emission Report and shall be submitted by April 15 of each year.
The permittee shall comply with the applicable reporting requirements necessary to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM (40 CFR Part 63.3880-3981).
Testing Requirements
Compliance with the emissions limitations in b)(1) of these terms and conditions shall be determined in accordance with the following methods:
Emissions Limitation:
10 gallons per day total coating usage.
Applicable Compliance Method:
Compliance shall based upon the record keeping specified in d)(2).
Emissions Limitation:
Less than 10 tons per year total uncontrolled VOC emissions.
Applicable Compliance Method:
Compliance shall based upon the record keeping specified in d)(3) and d)(4).
Emission Limitation:
37.7 lbs HAP/gal coating solids used during each 12-month compliance period.
Compliance Method:
Compliance shall be determined in accordance with the requirements of 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM.
In accordance with OAC rule 3745-21-04(B)(5), facilities located in Ashtabula, Butler, Clark, Clermont, Cuyahoga, Delaware, Franklin, Geauga, Greene, Hamilton, Lake, Licking, Lorain, Lucas, Mahoning, Medina, Miami, Montgomery, Portage, Stark, Summit, Trumbull, Warren and Wood Counties shall use USEPA Method 24 to determine the VOC contents of the coatings.  If, pursuant to section 4.3 of Method 24, 40 CFR Part 60, Appendix A, an owner or operator determines that Method 24 cannot be used for a particular coating, the permittee shall so notify the Administrator of the USEPA and shall use formulation data for that coating to demonstrate compliance until the USEPA provides alternative analytical procedures or alternative precision statements for Method 24.
Facilities located in all other counties shall use USEPA Method 24 or formulation data to determine the VOC contents of the coatings.
US EPA Method 24 or formulation data shall be used to determine the VOC contents of the cleanup materials.
The permittee shall comply with the applicable testing requirements necessary to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR Part 63, Subpart MMMM (40 CFR Part 63.3880-3981).
