Part I: General Terms and Conditions

1.

Compliance Requirements

The above-described emissions unit is and shall remain in full compliance with all applicable State and
federal laws and regulations and the terms and conditions of this permit.

Permit to Install Requirement

Prior to the “installation” or “modification” of any “air contaminant source,” as those terms are defined in
OAC rule 3745-31-01, a permit to install must be obtained from the Ohio EPA pursuant to OAC Chapter
3745-31.

Reporting Requirements Related to Monitoring and Recordkeeping Requirements
The permittee shall submit required reports in the following manner:

a. Reports of any required monitoring and/or recordkeeping information shall be submitted to the
appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency.

b. Except as otherwise may be provided in the terms and conditions for a specific emissions unit,
quarterly written reports of (a) any deviations (excursions) from emission limitations, operational .
restrictions, and control device operating parameter limitations that have been detected by the
testing, monitoring, and recordkeeping requirements specified in this permit, (b) the probable cause
of such deviations, and (c) any corrective actions or preventive measures which have been or will
be taken, shall be submitted to the appropriate Chio EPA District Office or local air agency. lf no -
deviations occurred during a calendar quarter, the permittee shall submit a quarterly report, which
states that no deviations occurred during that quarter. The reports shall be submitted quarterly,
i.e., by January 31, April 30, July 31, and October 31 of each year and shall cover the previous
calendar quarters. (These quarterly reports shall exclude deviations resulting from maifunctions
reported in accordance with OAC rule 3745-15-06.)

Records Retention Requirements

Each record of any monitoring data, testing data, and support information required pursuant to this permit
shall be retained for a period of five years from the date the record was created. Support infermation shalll
include, but not be limited to, all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip-chart recordings
for continuous menitoring instrumentation, and copies of all reports required by the permit. Such records
may be maintained in computerized form.

Inspections and Information Requests

The Director of the Ohio EPA, or an authorized representative of the Director, may, subject to the safety
requirements of the permittee and without undue delay, enter upon the premises of this source at any
reasonable time for purposes of making inspections, conducting tests, examining records or reports
pertaining to any emission of air contaminants, and determining compliance with any applicable State and
federal air poliution laws and regulations and the terms and conditions of this permit. The permittee shall
furnish to the Director of the Ohio EPA, or an authorized representative of the Director, upon receipt of a
written request and within a reasonable time, any information that may be requested to determine whether
cause exists for modifying, reopening or revoking this permit or to determine compliance with this permit.
Upon verbal or written request, the permittee shall also furnish to the Director of the Ghio EPA, or an
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authorized representative of the Director, copies of records required to be kept by this permit.
Scheduled Maintenance/Malfunction Reporting

Any scheduled maintenance of air pollution control equipment shall be performed in accordance with
paragraph (A) of OAC rule 3745-15-06. The malfunction of any emissions unit or any associated air
pollution control system(s) shall be reported to the appropriate Ohio EPA District Office or local air agency
in accordance with paragraph (B) of OAC rule 3745-15-06. Except as provided in that rule, any scheduled
maintenance or maifunction necessitating the shutdown or bypassing of any air poliution control system(s)
shall be accompanied by the shutdown of this emissions unit(s) that is (are) served by such control
system(s).

Permit Transfers

Any transferee of this permit shall assume the responsibillties of the prior permittee. The appropriate Ohio
EPA District Office or local air agency must be notified in writing of any transfer of this permit.

Air Pollution Nuisance

The air contaminants emitted by the emissions units covered by this permit shall not cause a public
nuisance, in violation of QAC rule 3745-15-07.

1. The specific operation(s}, property, and/or equipment which constitute this emissions unit are listed in
the following table along with the applicable rules and/or requirements and with the applicable
emissions limitations and/or control measures. Emissions from this unit shall not exceed the listed
limitations, and the listed control measures shall be employed. Additional applicable emissions
limitations and/for control measures (if any) may be specified in narrative form following the table.

B. Operational Restrictions

1. The resins utilized In this emissions unit shall be unsaturated polyester resins and the resins shall contain only
styrene as the cross-linking monomer.

2. Acetone, a non-photochemically reactive material, shall be the only material used for cleanup operations.
C. Monitoring and/or Record Keeping Requirements
1. The permittee shall collect and record the following information for each day for the laminating operation:
a. the company identification for each resin employed;
b. the number of gallons of each resin employed;
¢. the number of gallons of each resin employed each hour of the day;
d. the organic compound content of each resin, including any added styrene or pigment, in pounds per gallon;

e. the total organic compound emission rate for all resins employed, in pounds per day, utilizing the emission
factor of 0.04 pound of emissions per pound of styrene content (AP-42 table 4.12-1); and

f. the total organic compound emission rate for all resins employed, in pounds per hour for each hour of the
day.

2. The pemittee shall collect and record the following information for each month for emissions unit P001:
a. the number of gallens of acetone employed;
b. the organic compound content of acetone, in pounds per gallon; and

c. the total acetone emission rate, in pounds per month.

D. Heporting Requirements

1. The permittee shall submit deviation (excursion) reports which include the following information:

a. an identification of each day during which the organic compound emissions from the resins and pigments
exceeded 8 pounds per hour, and the actual organic compound emissions for each such day; and

b. an identification of each day during which the organic compound emissions from the resins and pigments
exceeded 40 pounds per day, and the actual organic compound emissions for each such day.

E. Testing Requirements

1. Compliance with the emission limitations in Section A. 1. of these terms and conditions shall be determined in
accordance with the following method(s):

Emissions Limitation:
The organic compound (OC) emissions shall not exceed 8 |bs/hr and 40 Ibs/day.

Applicable Compliance Method:
The monitoring and recordkeeping in Section C shall be used to determine compliance.
