(a)             There shall be no visible particulate emissions from the baghouse or the enclosure serving this 
emissions unit.
The emission limitation required by this applicable rule is less stringent than the emission limitation 
established pursuant to OAC rule 3745-35-07(B). 
This facility is located in Oakhill, Jackson County, which is a non- Appendix A area as specified in OAC 
rule 3745-17-08. Therefore, the fugitive dust emissions from this emissions unit are exempt from the 
fugitive dust control requirements and visible emission limitation established in OAC rules 3745-17-08
(B) and 3745-17-07(B), respectively. 
The permittee shall operate and maintain the baghouse with a control efficiency of greater than or 
equal to 98%. 

1.             This emissions unit is limited to 2600 hours of operation per rolling, 12-month period.
There shall be no visible emissions from this emissions unit's enclosure(s) or emission point(s). 

2.             In order to ensure federal enforceability for the first 12 calendar months of operation after the effective date of this 
permit, this emissions unit shall not exceed the following cumulative hours of operation limits:

3.             This emissions unit shall not exceed a production rate of 13.0 tons per hour as an average over each calendar 
month.

E.             Testing Requirements

1.             The permittee shall maintain monthly records of the following information for this emissions unit:

a. the total tons of material processed;

b. the total hours of operation;

c. the calculated rolling, 12-month total of the hours of operation;

d. the average hourly operating rate (a/b), in tons per hour; and

e. during the first 12 months of operation after the effective date of this permit, the total cumulative hours of 
operation. 

2.             This emissions unit shall be equipped with a timer to accurately document the total hours of operation. 

3.             The permittee shall perform daily checks, when the emissions unit is in operation and when the weather 
conditions allow, for any visible particulate emissions from the baghouse stack serving this emissions unit and 
any building egress point. The presence or absence of any visible emissions shall be noted in an operations 
log. If visible emissions are observed, the permittee shall also note the following in the operations log:

a. the color of the emissions;

b. the total duration of any visible emission incident; and

c. any corrective actions taken to eliminate the visible emissions. 

1.             The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation (excursion) reports that identify any exceedances of the rolling, 12-
month hours of operation limitation specified in section B.1 of this permit (or for the first 12 calendar months of 
operation following the issuance of this permit, all exceedances of the maximum allowable cumulative hours of 
operation specified in section B.2). 

2.             The permittee shall submit quarterly deviation (excursion) reports that identify all the periods of time during which 
the production rate did not comply with the allowable limit specified in section B.3 of this permit. 

3.             The deviaiton reports shall be submitted in accordance with the requirements specified in Part I - General Term 
and Condition A.3. 

4.             The permittee shall submit semiannual written reports that (a) identify all days during which any visible particulate 
emissions were observed from the baghouse stack serving this emissions unit and/or any building egress point 
and (b) describe any corrective actions taken to eliminate the visible particulate emissions. These reports shall 
be submitted to the Ohio EPA, Southeast District Office by January 31 and July 31 of each year and shall cover 
the previous 6-month period. 

5.             The permittee shall also submit annual reports that specify the total particulate emissions from this emissions unit 
and the total hours of operation for the previous calendar year. Each report shall be submitted by February 15 
of each year. 

1.             Compliance with the emission limitations in sections A.1 and A.2 of these terms and conditions shall be 
determined in accordance with the following methods:
Emission Limitation: 

19.8 lbs/hr of particulate emissions

Applicable Compliance Method:

If required, the permittee shall demonstrate compliance with the hourly emission limitation in accordance with 
the methods and procedures specified in 40 CFR Part 60, Appendix A, Methods 1 through 5 and OAC rule 
3745-17-03(B)(10). 
Emission Limitation:

There shall be no visible particulate emissions from the baghouse or the enclosure serving this emissions unit.

Applicable Compliance Method:

Compliance shall be determined in accordance with Test Method 22 as set forth in "Appendix on Test Methods" 
in 40 CFR Part 60 ("Standards of Performance for New Stationary Sources", as such Appendix existed on July 
1, 2002, and the modifications listed in paragraphs (B)(4)(a) through (B)(4)(d) of OAC rule 3745-17-03. 
Emission Limitation:

25.7 tons of particulate emissions per rolling, 12-month period

Applicable Compliance Method:

Compliance shall be determined based upon the following equation:

E = (EF) (AHPR) (0.0005 ton/lb) = tpy of particulate emissions

where:

E = the total annual particulate emissions;
EF = the allowable hourly emission rate or the hourly emission rate from the most recent stack test conducted; 
and 
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F.             Miscellaneous Requirements
AHPR = the total actual hours of production for each 12-month period as monitored and recorded in section C.1.b. 

1.             Pursuant to OAC rule 3745-35-07(B)(2), all of the terms and conditions in this permit are federally enforceable. 
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
