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General Notes

The following guide is intended to clarify emission unit source prefix codes. Each regulated facility must have one or more emission unit IDs designated as part of the permitting process. The codes are assigned based on the type of operation and are numbered sequentially as they are added. A shut down or removed process must have its ID retired and can never used again at that particular facility. 

B00X – Boiler

Generally, any process subject to OAC 3745-17-10 would be considered a boiler. More specifically, a boiler is defined as an operation where the following takes place:

The burning of fuel for the primary purpose of producing heat or power by indirect heating in which the products of combustion do not come into direct contact with process materials

B90X – Certain operations at Coke plants

D00X – Dry cleaning operations

F00X – Fugitive Dust Emissions

G00X – Gasoline dispensing facility

Also includes diesel and kerosene dispensing

J00X – Loading Rack

Includes loading arms, pumps, meters, shutoff valves, relief valves, and other piping and valves necessary to fill delivery tank trucks

K00X – Surface coating

Previously pertained to coating of metal parts only.

L00X – Solvent metal cleaning

E.g. degreasers, cold cleaners

N00X – Incinerator

This process ID includes burning of refuse as well as the processing of salvageable material by burning which captures bake-off ovens. Incineration means any equipment, machine, device, article, contrivance, structure, or part of a structure used to burn liquid, semi-solid or solid refuse or to process salvageable materials by burning other than by open burning as defined in rule 3745-19-01 of the Administrative Code. [3745-17-01(B)(9)]

P00X – Process with only point source emissions

This Emission Unit ID is used to designate fuel burning equipment where products of combustion come into direct contact with process materials. Also captures emission unit types that do not fall directly under any other designation.

P80X – Process with fugitive VOC emissions subject to LDAR requirements

ID includes oil refinery operations as well as synthetic organic chemical manufacturing industry (SOCMI) operations.

P90X – Process with fugitive and point source emissions

R00X – Spray Booth

This process ID has been depreciated with the redaction of OAC 3745-21-07 and should not be used on any new permit. Any new spray operation at a facility can now be designated as a “K” source. However, the USEPA has not approved this change. Thus, it is still possible to use this ID for existing or new Title V or synthetic minor facilities during when processing a permit until such time as the changes have been approved and are included in the state implementation plan (SIP). 

T00X – Storage Tank

This process ID designates tanks storing liquid materials, and does not include tanks containing a compressed gas. 
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
