Instructions for completing the Part 2 application.
Attach a copy of the Part 1 application to ensure that it is properly matched up with this application.  Indicate whether or not any information on the Part 1 application has changed.  Note the changes in Items 1 through 12.  If you do not have any changes to the Part 1 application information, you may skip to Item 13.

Item 1.  Provide name of source/facility applying for Title V permit/modification.

Item 2.  Provide your source identification number, if one assigned.

Items 3 - 7.  Provide physical location address of the source.

Items 8 - 12.  Provide mailing address if different from the physical address.

Item 13.  Required information:  Provide all required information on the table or cross-reference a previous submission. Initial Notifications submitted pursuant to 40 CFR 63.9 can be cross-referenced for the affected source, emission points and types of hazardous air pollutants. Title V permit applications identify each affected source, emission points, HAPs emitted, control technology and applicable requirements. Those submissions may be cross-referenced to provide the required information by simply listing the date the application (PTI or Title V) or notification was submitted and the corresponding permit application number.  

If a MACT standard was ever proposed or finalized by EPA for your affected source, you may cross-reference that rule (even if it was vacated by court decision) as the source of hazardous air pollutants emitted. If cross-referencing is insufficient, prepare a separate table for each affected source and use as much space as necessary. 

A.  Affected source: Identify and provide a brief description of the affected source.  If there are multiple identical affected sources, label each with a unique identifier (remember to use a separate table for each affected source).  If the affected source is defined broadly and can consist of multiple diverse operations or units, which can each have multiple emission points, prepare a table for each unit or operation. [For instance … Boiler (B001), Boiler (B002)]

B.  Emission points: List each emission point in the affected source.  Some affected sources may have only 1 emission point; others may have dozens, depending on how the affected source is defined.  If there are multiple similar or identical emission points, label each with a unique identifier.  This can be done by simply referring to the egress point identification given in the Facility Profile in Air Services.
C.  HAP emitted: List each known HAP emitted from each emission point.  If more than one HAP is emitted, provide its contributing percent as a percent of total HAP (or total emissions), if known. Use the types of HAP identified in a prior EPA MACT standard for the affected source even if the rule was vacated by court decision.

F.  Control technology: Identify the control technology, if any, currently in place.
G.  Previous HAP Emission Testing Performed: Indicate whether HAP emission testing has been performed previously for the emission points.  Indicate the date(s) that the testing was conducted and reference any test reports submitted to Ohio EPA or emission testing performed for Part 63 Information Collection Request (ICR) purposes.
H.  Existing Federal/State/local limitations or requirements: Identify all existing Federal, State, and local emission limitations or requirements governing emissions of hazardous air pollutants which would be subject to control under the proposed standard.  This may include work practices and operating parameters if they control HAP emissions that would be controlled under a MACT standard for an affected source in this source category. 

Item 14.  Optional information:  Provide any or all information, at the owner or operator’s discretion.  Use as much space as necessary.  Prepare a separate table for each affected source.  

A.  Affected source: Use the same identification for the affected source as used in the required information.

B.  Emission point: Use the same identification for the emission point as used in the required information.

C.  Recommended MACT limitation: Identify a recommended emission limitation.  The limitation may be in any reasonable format, e.g., lb/hr, ppm, lb/lb production, that relates to MACT and is at least as stringent as the MACT floor.  If a performance-type format cannot be specified (emissions cannot be reasonably measured), then a design, work practice, equipment, operational standard may be recommended, as long as it relates to MACT and is at least as stringent as the MACT floor.

D.  Control technology to be applied: Identify the control technology (or other emission reduction techniques) that would be applied to achieve the MACT limitation.  Include technical information on the design, operation, size, estimated control efficiency, and any other relevant information.

E.  Recommended monitoring requirements: Identify the relevant parameters for the control technology (or other emission reduction techniques) to be monitored to demonstrate continuous compliance with the MACT limitation.  If continuous emission or opacity monitoring cannot reasonably be established, operating limits may be specified based on monitored parameters as an alternative.  Continuous monitoring should be specified, unless not appropriate.
F.  Other recommended terms and conditions: Identify any other requirements associated with case-by-case MACT you would like to recommend.  These can be test methods for determining initial or ongoing compliance, recordkeeping, and reporting.

Item 15.  The responsible official must certify and sign the application.
